Mission
has requested the concerned export promotion councils if any specific steps to be taken to expedite the export
growth in these segments.

(if) Qualitative Feedback

Market Access Alerts:

Mission has come across to several fraudulent activities by few Moroccan importers regarding export
shipments from India as regards honey. In this case, the Indian exporter sent 15 containers load of honey from
India on 100% CAD basis but the Moroccan importer, one of the renowned companies in Morocco, did not release
the documents from the bank, leading to huge loss to the exporter who had to resort to liquidate the shipment at
very low prices in the local market owing to huge demurrage and retention charges. All exporters in this segment
are being advised to take all precautions and take maximum amount of advance before making shipment to
Morocco.

In order to promote Morocco’ exports of products from this sector (crustaceans, aquatic invertebrates and
fish, etc.) and to facilitate their access to international markets, article 16 of the customs and indirect
taxes code has been supplemented, in order to allow products of this sector, which are derived from eggs,
larvae, fry or juveniles, aquatic invertebrates and imported fish, to benefit from Moroccan origin by
implementing the rule of Wholly Obtained.

Macro economic indicators

Morocco’s Trade Deficit Soars By 57% Amid Lingering Energy, Food Price Shock

Morocco’s trade deficit soared by nearly 57% at the end of November 2022, primarily due to high energy prices
and high commaodity prices. The rise in trade deficit reflects the fact that the monetary value of the country’s imports is
disproportionately higher than its exports, meaning that the country will have to resort to foreign currency reserves to
cover the deficit.

Over the first eleven months of 2022, imports reached MAD 677 billion ($64.8), a 42% increase from last year’s
MAD 475 billion ($45.5 billion). On the other hand, exports rose by 33%, going from MAD 292 billion ($30 billion) in
November 2021 to MAD 390 billion ($37 billion) a year later, according to data from the Exchange Office (OE), the
country’s foreign trade watchdog.

Morocco’s Central Bank Hikes Interest Rates to 2.5% to Weather Inflation

In an attempt to curtail the increasing inflation, Morocco’s central bank, Bank Al-Maghrib (BAM) announced
raising interest rates by 50 basis points to 2.5%. This is the second interest rate hike in less than a year, as BAM
announced the first raise in September 2022 following the bank's third quarterly meeting this year. BAM in its press
release mentioned that it expects inflation to average an annual rate of 6.6% in 2022, up from 1.4% in 2021, and more
than triple the recommended rate of 2%. The dramatic rise in inflation is mainly due to high prices of food and energy
basket. BAM also expects the national economic growth (GDP) to drop to 1.1% | 2022 from 7.9% in 2021, with the
deceleration being the direct result of a 15% decline in agriculture activities amid severe drought. However, for year
2023, the Central Bank expects a GDP Growth of nearly 3%.

Morocco’s Diaspora Remittances to Reach Over $10 Billion in 2022

Remittances from Morocco’s diaspora is expected to reach MAD 105.8 billion ($10.1 billion) in the year 2022, an
increased of nearly 13% as compared to year 2021 with an expectation to reach MAD 104 billion, or $9.93 billion in
2024.

Balance of Trade/Current Account Deficit
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Morocco’s current account deficit is expected to widen from 2.3% of gross domestic products in 2021 to 3.3% in
2022. The export improvement is driven by phosphate sales and derivatives price increases as well as the automotive
sector. Meanwhile, imports are expected to increase by 38.4% in 2022 due to energy bills and purchases of semi-
finished products, and wheat supplies. As regards trave and inbound tourism, revenues are on track to reach a record
jump of MAD 88.8 billion ($8.479 billion) by the end of 2022 from MAD 34.3 billion ($3.27 billion) in 2021.

Consumer Price Index Records Small Rise in November

Morocco’s Consumer Price Index (CPI), rose by 0.4% in November 2022 compared to October 2022. according
to Morocco’s High Commission for Planning (HCP). The increase is a result of the rise in the price of certain food
products which climbed by 0.4% and that of non-food products by 0.5%. The increase in the price of food products
between October and November 2022 mainly concerns products such as oils and fats, which rose in price by 4.4%. The
price of dairy products like milk, cheese, and eggs grew by 1.1%.

India-Morocco
Ambassador of India inaugurated Indian Pavilion of Morocco Fashion Tex 2022

Ambassador Rajesh Vaishnaw inaugurated the Indian pavilion in the Morocco Fashion Tex exhibition held in
El Jadida from 7-10 Dec 2022. Total 25 companies led by SRTEPC and WWEPC participated in the exhibition.
Textile as a whole comprising yarn, finished products, cotton etc is the one of the biggest export items from India
to Morocco.

Ambassador visits Agadir to meet Chamber of Commerce officials and Agriculture Cooperatives officials:

Ambassador visited Agadir on 22-24 December 2022 and met President of Chamber of Commerce of Souss
Massa region and discussed possibilities of cooperation. Souss Massa region is known for its food-processing and
fishing industries in Morocco. The Ambassadior also visited Argan and Cactus Cooperatives in the region working
on the value added products from these plants.

OCP, Fertilizer and Phosphate news

Morocco Launches Mega Project to Boost Green, Low-Carbon Economy

Morocco’s fertilizer giant OCP Group presented their new green investment plan to King Mohammed VI in a
ceremony held in the Royal Palace in Rabat last month. The investment plan covers the period between 2023 and 2027,
as well as a memorandum of understanding (MoU) between the group and the Moroccan government. The investment
plan totals $13 billion over the 2023-2027 period and covers investments in renewables, green hydrogen, as well as
support programs for SMEs.

During the ceremony, OCP Group Chairman and Chief Executive Officer Mostafa Terrab presented the group’s
investment plan. Mr Terrab explained that the group seeks to increase its fertilizer production capacity, while also being
committed to achieving carbon neutrality before 2040 by boosting reliance on renewable energies.

According to the investment plan, the green energy will be used to supply the new seawater desalination capacities
in order to meet the group’s needs and provide the areas around OCP sites with drinking and irrigation water. In addition,
the investment plan seeks to end the group’s reliance on ammonia imports, a key component in the manufacturing of
fertilizers, as OCP aims to use green hydrogen to cover its ammonia needs. The investment plan is expected to back
600 Moroccan industrial enterprises and create 25,000 direct and indirect jobs.

OCP Africa Launches Soil Mapping Project in Kenya

OCP Africa announced today a partnership with Kenya’s Ministry of Agriculture and Livestock Development to launch
soil mapping exercises for over 100 participants. The project aims to achieve enhanced fertilizer customization for the
participants, the company said in a statement.



Morocco Donates 5,000 Tonnes of Fertilizers to Smallholder Farmers in Mauritania

Morocco has donated 5,000 tonnes of fertilizers to smallholder farmers in Mauritania. The donation wass part of
Morocco’s OCP Program to support African farmers as the continent faces a food security crisis. The fertilizers will
benefit smallholder farmers who represent the majority of food producers in Mauritania.

International relations

European Investment Bank to Finance Medusa Subsea Cable Project

The European Investment Bank (EIB) will finance the Medusa optical-fiber cable project, which seeks to benefit
nine Mediterranean countries including Morocco. The Bank signed a €50 million (MAD 558 million) loan on December
21 for the EU-financed project. The bank also signed an agreement with the European Commission on November 24
for a €40 million (MAD 446 million) grant to the project.

Israel, Morocco Sign Deal for Offshore Gas Exploration in Boujdour

Israel’s NewMed Energy has signed agreements with Morocco’s National Office of Hydrocarbons and Mines
(ONHYM) and Adarco Energy for the exploration and production of offshore gas and oil in the Southern Moroccan city
of Boujdour. NewMed Energy stated that the agreements are part of the “performance of natural gas and/or oil
exploration and production activities in the Boujdour Atlantique exploration license, which is located off the coast of
Morocco in the Atlantic Ocean.”

Morocco Signs 5 New Deals to Boost Nigeria-Morocco Pipeline Implementation

Morocco’s National Office of Hydrocarbons and Mines (ONHYM) has signed five new Memorandam of
Understanding (MoU) with several countries, which emphasized their unwavering support for the implementation of
the Nigeria-Morocco gas pipeline. Morocco signed the five agreements with Nigeria, Gambia, Guinea Bissau, Guinea,
Sierra Leone, and Ghana.

The signing of agreement shows the interest and commitment of the concerned countries to support the Morocco-
Nigeria gas pipeline project which seeks to improve energy infrastructure in the region. The 5,600-kilometer-long
pipeline project will span over more than 11 countries along the Atlantic coast, with the ambition of benefiting over 400
million inhabitants. Out of this, Morocco will have 1,672 kilometers of the pipeline, which will transport Nigerian gas
to Europe through the North African country, Mauritania, Senegal, Gambia, Guinea Bissau, Guinea, Sierra Leone,
Liberia, Ivory Coast, Ghana, Togo, and Benin.

Industry

Morocco to Invest €50 Million in Plant to Produce Moroccan-Made Cars

Morocco is set to invest €50 million to establish a plant to produce local car brand in EV segment. The factory will be
made with a 100% Moroccan investment, Morocco’s Minister of Trade and Industry Ryad Mezzour said in a recent
interview. Through the plant, Morocco is set to produce approximately 3,000 cars per year. The number is set to reach
20,000 units within four years. The price of the new car will be offered at competitive prices estimated at $16,200.

China’s XEV To Produce Electric Cars for the Italian Market in Morocco

China’s XEV brand has announced plans to produce in Morocco its electric cars destined for the Italian market. Italian
news outlets have reported that the Chinese company is planning to construct a plant for the production of its electric
cars for the Italian market. The plant will be established near Tangier, The company is planning to begin exporting its
electric cars from Morocco to Italy in year 2024.

Morocco’s Investments in Mining Sector Hit Over $1.14 Billion in 2021

The volume of Morocco’s investments in the mining sector exceeded MAD 13 billion, or $1.14 billion in 2021, as per
the recent reports. Morocco’s Minister of Energy Transition and Sustainable Development Leila Benali shared the
recent data in the House of Councillors on Tuesday, emphasizing that the investment budget included MAD 12 billion



dedicated to phosphates.  Benali said that the value of the contribution to the sector of national exports was 26% in
2021 or MAD 86 billion ($8.23 billion), whereas the mining sector turnover reached nearly MAD 100 billion ($9.57
billion) last year.

Airbus unveils its new A220 aircraft, partly ""made in Morocco"

Airbus unveiled on Thursday, December 8, in Casablanca, its new A220 aircraft with 25% less CO2 emissions than
previous generation aircraft and nitrogen oxide (NOX) emissions 50% below standards, according to a statement from
Airbus, which operates in the field of aeronautics, defense and space. Several hundred parts of this new generation
aircraft were produced in Morocco, according to the statement.

UK-Morocco Green Energy Project Faces Political Deadlock

The Morocco-UK Xlinks mega electricity project is facing the prospects of a political deadlock, as Britain's
constant change of governments has delayed the execution of the project by a year. Xlinks' 3,800 km subsea cable
garnered significant media attention as it included a plan to power seven million UK homes with 3.6 GW of green
energy sourced from 1,500 square kilometers of solar and wind assets across the Guelmim-Oued Noun region in
Morocco.

In recent months, however, Xlinks’ executives have repeatedly stressed that the project is facing significant political
hurdles. The main issue currently facing the execution of the project is the company’s inability to secure a Contract for
Difference (CfD) with the UK government. The contract would guarantee the company a fixed price for the electricity
they supply to customers.

Morocco Adopts Draft Law on Self-Production of Electrical Energy

Morocco’s House of Representatives has adopted Bill No. 82.21 relating to a project for the self-production of
electrical energy, the country's Ministry of Energy Transition and Sustainable Development announced. Developed in
2020, the project aims to ensure the self-production of electrical energy for individual consumption, as well as regulate
the activity regardless of the source of production, the nature of the network, the level of voltage, and the capacity of
the installation used.

ONEE Prepares to Supply Green Energy to Moroccan Car Manufacturers

Morocco’s state-owned utility company ONEE is planning to supply manufacturers in the automotive industry with
green energy. Known as the “National Master Plan for Electric Mobility,” the initiative is a step towards Morocco’s
aspiration of a carbon-neutral industry. The plan is also set to pave the way for the development of sustainable transport
in the Kingdom of Morocco. The plan will be implemented by 2023, and is the result of cooperation between ONEE,
the Institut de la Francophonie pour le Developpement Durable (IFDD), and the Global Sustainable Energy Partnership
(GSEP), the report specifies.

British Company Chariot Reaches Agreement on Moroccan Gas Sales

British energy company Chariot announced that it and Morocco’s National Office of Hydrocarbons and Mines
(ONHYM) reached an agreement with the National Office for Electricity and Potable Water (ONEE) on key principles
for long-term gas sales from the Anchois Gas Project. The key principles include sales of up to 0.6 billion cubic meters
of gas per year for a minimum of 10 years on a take or buy basis, which will be delivered through the Maghreb-Europe
gas pipeline. The British firm holds a 75% interest in the project, while Morocco’s ONHYM holds the other 25%.

Aeronautical Company Safran Inaugurates Photovoltaic Power Station in Casablanca

Safran Nacelle Morocco, a subsidiary of French aeronautic parts manufacturer Safran, inaugurated a new
photovoltaic power station to supply its plant in Nouaceur province with green energy. Safran’s new photovoltaic power
station has a capacity of 1.7 megawatts and could cover more than 20% of the annual energy need of the aeronautic
parts production plant, according to a report from Morocco’s Press Agency (MAP).
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
